About Lentiviral Vectors

Lentiviral vectors (LV) are vehicles tha can ddiver genes or RNAI into cells with up to
100% efficiency and stability. By comparison, other viral vector systems such as non
viral, adenoviral and adeno-assodated viral vectors have not been shown to achieve both
high and stable geneddivery in dividing cells.

Gene ddivery is accomplished by the binding and fusng of the LV pseudotyped
envdopeprotein to the target cell membrane The LV RNA containing the gene or gene
slendng sequence is then incorporated into the cell via reverse transcription creating a
DNA complex. This complex enters the nudeus incorporating into the chromosomal
DNA creating a stable molecule. The genesequence isintegrated in the chromosome and
is copied alongwith the DNA during ongoing cell division.
